ASIA-PACIFIC ECONOMIC COOPERATION (APEC)

The ETTAC discussed a letter drafted by its Trade Liberalization Subcommittee regarding the November 2011 APEC declaration committing to continued liberalization of trade in environmental goods and services.  The letter outlined U.S. environmental industry support for reduced tariffs and the removal of local content rules and other nontariff barriers to environmental trade.  The letter also insists the U.S. government work closely with U.S. industry in its development of a list of environmental goods to be negotiated.




Final language was agreed upon and the ETTAC unanimously voted to send the letter to Commerce Secretary John Bryson.
