The Committee for the Implementation of Textile Agreements (CITA) has determined that certain woven wool fabrics, as specified under reference number 16.2006.12.18.Fabric.Alston&BirdforRothschild are available in commercial quantities in a timely manner in the CAFTA-DR countries. 

On December 18, 2006, CITA received a request for a commercial availability determination under the CAFTA-DR for four subject fabrics from Alston and Bird, LLP on behalf of Rothschild & Co., Inc. On December 20, 2006, in accordance with CITA’s procedures, (71 FR 9315, published on February 23, 2006), CITA notified interested parties of the request and requested that responses with offers to supply be submitted by January 9, 2007, and rebuttal responses be submitted by January 16, 2007.  At the same time, the request was posted on the dedicated CAFTA-DR commercial availability website.  

In accordance with Section 203(o)(4)(C) of the CAFTA-DR Implementation Act, Article 3.25 of the CAFTA-DR Agreement, and section 8(c)(4) of CITA’s interim procedures, because there was insufficient information to make a determination within 30 U.S. business days, CITA extended the period of making a determination by 14 business days.  CITA met with representatives from Alston and Bird, Rothschild & Co, and Warren Corporation on January 29, 2007, and requested that the interested entities provide evidence to support their claims and information previously submitted to CITA.  

Based upon the request, the response, the rebuttal, and its meeting with the interested entities, CITA has determined that the subject fabrics are commercially available in the CAFTA-DR countries.
